SO\ Family History of the RCNMK Family

(A Legacy of Faith, Knowledge, and Service)

Origins in the Age of Empires (1790s)

Our RCNMK Family traces its noble roots to the early decades
of the 18th century, when India stood at a turning point in
history. The year 1792 AD, which marks the birth of Rauf Ali
(also known as Roop Ali) and his brother Jagroop Ali, was a
remarkable period both for India and the world.

It was the time when Tipu Sultan, the valiant son of Hyder Alj,
was resisting the British East India Company with unmatched
courage; when George Washington became the first President
of the United States; and when the world began awakening to
the ideals of freedom, equality, and human rights.

Amidst such transformative events, our great ancestors — Rauf
Ali and Jagroop Ali — laid the foundation of a lineage that
would go on to symbolize integrity, education, and service to
society.

@ The Expanding Lineage (19th Century)

Rauf Ali @ Roop Ali originally hailed from Bankura District
of West Bengal. Some members of his family later moved to
the Purulia District of West Bengal in connection with trade
and business. Among them, Keramat Ali emerged as a leading
figure who established a thriving cloth and salt trading

business.

During the British period, Keramat Ali’s hard work and
business acumen earned him zamindari rights in Baradih and
Chhota Kodmo (Mauza No. 49) — covering about 50 acres of

land, a remarkable achievement of that era.

Over time, a branch of Keramat Ali’s descendants migrated
from Purulia (West Bengal) to Bharthouli village in
Aurangabad District of Bihar, laying the foundation for the

family’s next generation.



Family Growth and Achievements

As generations passed, the family lineage expanded across
Bihar and West Bengal, producing notable descendants —
Chand Ali, Naad Ali, Mosahab Ali, Hidayat Ali, Shujaat Ali,
Akbar Ali, Moula Bakhsh, Keramat Ali, and others.

Among them, Keramat Ali (born 1872) stands out prominently
in the family’s recorded history. He was a man of vision and
perseverance who, as family elders recall, once possessed
nothing but a lota (metal pot) and a sheet. Yet through hard
work, honesty, and the grace of Allah Almighty, he rose to
prosperity.

He not only expanded his cloth and salt trade but also
strengthened the family’s financial base through wise
investments and community respect.

e Business & Prosperity under British India

Keramat Ali’s three sons — Enayat Husain, Abdul Subhan,
and Abdul Ghani — continued and expanded the family’s
enterprises.

They obtained licenses from the British Government for
opium cultivation, under which they supplied pure opium to the
government and retained the seeds and husks for private trade
— a profitable venture of that period.

Later, they secured another license for lac production,
diversifying their trade and enhancing their wealth and standing.
Through these ventures, the RCNMK Family became one of the
most respected business families in the Purulia—Bihar region.

2 The Legacy of Abdul Ghani

Among the three brothers, Abdul Ghani — our great-
grandfather — played a defining role in shaping the family’s
modern era. He was blessed with five sons and four daughters,
whose descendants carried forward not only the inheritance of
property but also the legacy of education, dignity, and
enlightenment.

His eldest son, Janab Mohammad Aasim, became widely
known for his knowledge, integrity, and noble conduct,
serving as a beacon of inspiration for the generations that
followed.

e The first member of the family to pass the SSC
(Matriculation) in 1933 — an extraordinary
achievement for a rural Muslim family of that era.

e At a time when education was scarce, he became the
most educated person in Bharthouli and the
neighboring villages.

e The British Government offered him a post as Police
Inspector, but he humbly declined, choosing instead to

pursue business and community service.

He ventured into timber trade, purchasing forest land through
government auctions and contributing to local development. He
also supported his younger brother Rustam Ali financially,
helping him complete his B.Tech. from BIT Sindri — one of

India’s premier engineering colleges.

It was Janab Mohammad Aasim who lovingly named his

younger brother Rustam Ali, saying:

“This boy will grow wup to achieve a great position.

He is the Sir Syed of our family.”

Janab Aasim passed away in January 1965, leaving behind a
legacy that still inspires every new generation of the RCNMK
Family.

He was survived by five sons and three daughters, including:

e Manzoor (b. 1936) — the eldest,
o Shahid Akhtar (b. 1962) — the youngest.

Before his passing, he solemnized the marriage of his eldest
daughter (July 1963) and arranged the wedding of his younger
brother Rustam Ali (April 1963) — acts that reflect his deep

sense of responsibility and affection.

Rustam Ali used to say: “The home where education flourishes
eventually becomes deserted — and the same is true for the
village.”

And indeed, the story of Janab Aasim and Janab Rustam Ali
stands as a living testament to that truth —
that education, once sown, makes minds fly beyond borders —
even if homes grow quiet behind.
